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“Spiral” Model of IWRM

The IWRM process at the river basin level is illustrated by a “spiral”. New solutions are
added at each stage, responding to evolving needs and social, economic and
environmental circumstances, through facilitating agreements among basin stakeholders
on the necessary trade-offs.

+It can be started at any point
of the process

«+It builds capacity over time

+ It permits seeking better
solutions that adapt to
changes

+ It facilitates reaching
agreements and increasing
ownership at each ‘turn of
the spiral’
