Why do we need transboundary
water cooperation?

* In the world: 153 states with territory in international
river basins

* These basins:

» cover almost half the earth's surface,
* are home to around 40 % of the world's population
e generate about 60 % of global freshwater flow.

* However, co-operative management frameworks exist
only for about 40 % of the world's international
watercourses.

* Water and Health: Every year 340 000 children under 5
years age die because of water-borne diseases
